ATTENDANCE
We celebrate children with 100% attendance each
week and classes with attendance higher than our
96% target. Fountains Class are highest with 95.4%
attendance so far albeit still not on target.
Unfortunately, our whole school attendance is below
our target at 92.8% which is now below national
average. Please work with us to improve your child’s
attendance - it is imperative they come to school on
time every day. Our learning days are busy and start
immediately as children arrive in the classroom and
continue at pace until the bell rings at the end of the
day. Don't let your child miss out on what they are
entitled to.

UNIFORM, PE KIT and JEWELLRY
Please ensure your child is dressed in correct
uniform (grey trousers and dresses/skirts NOT black)
as well as having correct PE kit on PE days.
